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[bookmark: _GoBack]Session 5 “Get Clear”     Matthew 5:23-24; Luke 19:1-10

GETTING ACQUAINTED     [10 minutes
Who has an experience with something important that was lost and then was found, or something broken that was repaired?  Don’t try to share all the details, but tell how you felt in that process.

Remind each other about the Ground Rules for this group. 
 
 -Share your story. Don’t talk about other people who are stuck, but focus on your own growth.
 -Keep confidences. Make this a safe place and keep confidential what is shared.
 -Don’t give advice. Don’t try to fix other people. Trust that God will guide and change us all.

FOLLOW UP     [10 min
Is there something that has stayed with you from last week’s discussion? 
Or something that you shared with a person outside the group?


WATCH Session 5 – Stories     [6 minutes 
Each week we will watch stories of people who were stuck -- in addictions, emotions, depression, sinful behaviors, or sickness.  In this story we hear how being stuck creates relational tensions between members of a family.

DISCUSS     [10 minutes
What stood out to you from Scott and Allana’s story?


What can you identify with in their story?  
Was there something that you find it difficult to relate to?


What inspires you or challenges you from their story? 


EXPLORE     [20 minutes 
Have volunteers read Matthew 5:23-24 and Luke 19:1-10 aloud from 2 different Bible versions.   Then ask a volunteer to explain the passages in their own words.  Ask the group to help fill in what may have been missed.

What do these passages reveal about people?  



What do these passages reveal about God? 



What do these passages reveal about the life that God has planned for us? 



APPLY	[15 minutes
SPIRITUAL PARTNERS:  To encourage connection and authenticity during this series we will break into single-gender groups of 2-4 for the APPLY section of each session. As you break, remember the Ground Rules:  Share your story; Keep confidences; Don’t give advice.

How did you do with your “I will...” statement from last week? (How did you put into practice what God spoke to you about?)


Who are the 1-2 people who have been most affected by your being stuck?  How do you think they would describe the relationship between you today?



What unresolved hurt or resentment has this series brought to your mind?  What is a step that you could take toward resolving this situation or restoring the relationship?


What do you think God is saying to you in this session? 


If God is speaking to you, what will you do? Is there a behavior, attitude, or belief that you will change?   Be specific about what you will do this week to put into practice what you learned from the passage. Begin your statement with “I will....”


[How are you doing with putting into practice what God asks you to do? How can you encourage your spiritual partners in practicing their “I will” statement this week?

With whom could you share something we talked about in this session? 


Pray for each other to be faithful to what God is asking you to do this week.
