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Daily Prayer Guide for Thursday, June 1
Focus Scripture:  Philippians 3:17-19 (NIV)
	17Join with others in following my example, brothers, and take note of those who live according to the pattern we gave you. 18For, as I have often told you before and now say again even with tears, many live as enemies of the cross of Christ. 19Their destiny is destruction, their god is their stomach, and their glory is in their shame. Their mind is on earthly things. Philippians 3:17-19 (NIV)

Prayer Prompts

2. Thank God for those who have served as examples for you to follow over your years as a believer.

Focus Scripture:  Philippians 3:20-21 (NIV)
	20But our citizenship is in heaven. And we eagerly await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus Christ, 21who, by the power that enables him to bring everything under his control, will transform our lowly bodies so that they will be like his glorious body.
Philippians 3:20-21 (NIV)

Prayer Prompts:
1. Pray for God to empower you to live as a citizen of heaven in every area of your life today.
2. Thank God for the promise of Jesus’ return and of the glorious body you will receive one day.
3. Pray for God to fill us with the Holy Spirit so we will live our lives to Jesus glory today!

Thought: We are already citizens of heaven. The only question is whether we will be effective or ineffective as we live in Jesus’ name.
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Daily Prayer Guide for Saturday, June 3 
Focus Scripture:  Luke 24:35-37 (NLT)
35Then the two from Emmaus told their story of how Jesus had appeared to them as they were walking along the road, and how they had recognized him as he was breaking the bread. 36And just as they were telling about it, Jesus himself was suddenly standing there among them. “Peace be with you,” he said. 37But the whole group was startled and frightened, thinking they were seeing a ghost! Luke 24:35-37 (NLT)

	
Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for raising Jesus from the dead and giving us the opportunity for new life, too!
2. Thank God for the peace He gives us through Jesus’ presence in our lives.
3. Pray for the Holy Spirit to fill us so we may live fearlessly in every area of our lives!

Thought: Just as the apostles didn’t expect Jesus to rise from the dead, even though He said He would, sometimes we forget to trust Jesus’ presence in our lives. The key is to remember He IS with us always!


Daily Prayer Guide for Sunday, June 4 
Focus Scripture:  Luke 24:38-40 (NLT)
	38“Why are you frightened?” he asked. “Why are your hearts filled with doubt? 39Look at my hands. Look at my feet. You can see that it’s really me. Touch me and make sure that I am not a ghost, because ghosts don’t have bodies, as you see that I do.” 40As he spoke, he showed them his hands and his feet. Luke 24:38-40 (NLT)


Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God that our faith is based on the reality of a resurrected Jesus, and not on mere myth or legend!
2. Thank God for giving us evidence for our faith.
3. Pray for God to fill us with the Holy Spirit that we my bring Him glory in our thoughts, words and actions today!

Thought: One of the most important things is life is to doubt our doubts and trust in Jesus!
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Daily Prayer Guide for Monday, June 5
Focus Scripture:  Luke 24:41-43 (NLT)
41Still they stood there in disbelief, filled with joy and wonder. Then he asked them, “Do you have anything here to eat?” 42They gave him a piece of broiled fish, 43and he ate it as they watched. Luke 24:41-43 (NLT)


Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for giving us reason for joy and wonder through Jesus!
2. Thank God for a new day to live, and move and have our being in Jesus.
3. Pray for God to fill us with the Holy Spirit that we may honor Him in all we are and do today!

Thought: Life is a gift, and eternal life is an eternal gift Jesus purchased with His death, and affirmed through His resurrection!


Daily Prayer Guide for Tuesday, June 6
Focus Scripture: Luke 24:44 (NLT)
44Then he said, “When I was with you before, I told you that everything written about me in the law of Moses and the prophets and in the Psalms must be fulfilled.” Luke 24:44 (NLT)

	
Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for giving us prophecies of Jesus’ coming, life, death and resurrection in the Old Testament.
2. Thank God for Jesus’ fulfillment of those prophecies, which assures us of His role as Savior and Lord in our lives.
3. Pray for God to fill us with the Holy Spirit that we may live His word faithfully in every area of our lives today!

Thought:  The evidence for Jesus being the Lord and Savior of us all is extremely strong. We must still have faith to believe He is our Savior and Lord, but it is not blind faith. It is an informed trust.

Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for the promise of the Holy Spirit to fill us with power from heaven.
2. Ask God to give you patience to wait for the Holy Spirit’s filling before acting in every area of your life.
3. Pray for God to fill us with the Holy Spirit as He promised to do for every believer!

Thought:  The best promise every given was God, the Father’s promise of the Holy Spirit to give us power from heaven for living each day!

Focus Scripture: Acts 1:9-11 (NLT)
	9After saying this, he was taken up into a cloud while they were watching, and they could no longer see him. 10As they strained to see him rising into heaven, two white-robed men suddenly stood among them. 11“Men of Galilee,” they said, “why are you standing here staring into heaven? Jesus has been taken from you into heaven, but someday he will return from heaven in the same way you saw him go!” Acts 1:9-11 (NLT)
	
Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for the promise of Jesus’ return from heaven one day to establish His eternal Kingdom!
2. Thank God for sending angels to bear witness to many of Jesus’ most important acts.
3. Pray for the Holy Spirit to lead and guide us in every area of our lives today!

Thought:  The angels acted as if it was no big deal that Jesus ascended to heaven, because they knew He would return one day!

2. Thank God for the miraculous signs He does in every age.
3. Pray for God to fill us with the Holy Spirit that we may speak boldly and compassionately in His name!

Thought:  Wherever we are, we have the opportunity to tell others about the miraculous life and power of God available to all!
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Daily Prayer Guide for Sunday, June 25
Focus Scripture:  Acts 8:7-8 (NLT)
 7Many evil spirits were cast out, screaming as they left their victims. And many who had been paralyzed or lame were healed. 8So there was great joy in that city. Acts 8:7-8 (NLT)

Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for the joy He brings through answered prayer.
2. Thank God for victory over evil in our lives through the Holy Spirit.
3. Pray for the Holy Spirit to fill us that we may offer His miraculous power to others.

Thought:  We always have authority over evil in the name of Jesus and the power of the Holy Spirit! 



Daily Prayer Guide for Monday, June 26
Focus Scripture:  Acts 8:9-12 (NLT)
 9A man named Simon had been a sorcerer there for many years, amazing the people of Samaria and claiming to be someone great. 10Everyone, from the least to the greatest, often spoke of him as “the Great One—the Power of God.” 11They listened closely to him because for a long time he had astounded them with his magic. 12But now the people believed Philip’s message of Good News concerning the Kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ. As a result, many men and women were baptized. Acts 8:9-12 (NLT)

Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for showing Himself to be the true God in the midst of pretenders!
2. Thank God for our baptism, which reminds us that we were “buried” with Jesus and have been raised to new life.
3. Pray for the Holy Spirit to fill us that we may glorify God and enjoy His presence!

Thought: Simon pretended to be great, but when He received the Good News of Jesus, and experienced the power of the Holy Spirit, he realized there was a God and he was not Him!
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Daily Prayer Guide for Tuesday, June 27
Focus Scripture:  Acts 8:13-17 (NLT) 13Then Simon himself believed and was baptized. He began following Philip wherever he went, and he was amazed by the signs and great miracles Philip performed. Acts 18:13 (NLT)


Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for amazing us with big and small miracles everyday!
2. Thank God for turning ordinary people into extraordinary people through His power.
3. Pray for the Holy Spirit to fill us that we may honor God in our bodies!

Thought:  Life is too short to follow pretenders!




Daily Prayer Guide for Wednesday, June 28 
Focus Scripture:  Acts 8:14-17 (NLT) 
14When the apostles in Jerusalem heard that the people of Samaria had accepted God’s message, they sent Peter and John there. 15As soon as they arrived, they prayed for these new believers to receive the Holy Spirit. 16The Holy Spirit had not yet come upon any of them, for they had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 17Then Peter and John laid their hands upon these believers, and they received the Holy Spirit. Acts 8:14-17 (NLT)

Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for the gift of the baptism of the Holy Spirit!
2. Thank God for using you to show others His life and salvation power.
3. Pray for God to fill us with the Holy Spirit that we may treat Him as our King!

Thought:  There is a way things work. The Holy Spirit works through people as when the Apostle placed their hands on the Samaritans and prayed for them to receive the Holy Spirit.  
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Daily Prayer Guide for Thursday, June 29 
Focus Scripture:  Acts 8:18-19 (NLT) 
18When Simon saw that the Spirit was given when the apostles laid their hands on people, he offered them money to buy this power. 19“Let me have this power, too,” he exclaimed, “so that when I lay my hands on people, they will receive the Holy Spirit!” Acts 8:18-19 (NLT)


Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for being the real thing, and the true power of heaven.
2. Ask God to keep you focused on Him and not the blessings He gives.
3. Pray for the Holy Spirit to fill us that we may think, say and do His will in our lives today!

Thought:  Life in Jesus Christ is worth living each day!




Daily Prayer Guide for Friday, June 30 
Focus Scripture:  Acts 8:20-23 (NLT)
 20But Peter replied, “May your money be destroyed with you for thinking God’s gift can be bought! 21You can have no part in this, for your heart is not right with God. 22Repent of your wickedness and pray to the Lord. Perhaps he will forgive your evil thoughts, 23for I can see that you are full of bitter jealousy and are held captive by sin.” Acts 8:20-23 (NLT)


Prayer Prompts:
1. Praise God for the redemption we know in Jesus Christ!
2. Pray for victory over any false motives you may have, that God will remove them.
3. Pray for the Holy Spirit to fill us that we may live to God’s glory!

Thought: When we have the Holy Spirit in our lives, we will have a proper regard for all of God’s other blessings.
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
