Team Membership and Policies & Procedures

Please see the Broomfield 4-H Archery Team Practice schedule for dates and locations of practices.
Team Membership
The Broomfield 4-H Archery Team will be made up of those 4-H Club members who have paid all dues and fees for the current year.  Membership will be determined in the following order:

1. Members of the previous year’s team will have the first opportunity to join the team in the following membership year.

2. Once all previous year’s members have determined membership, the roster will be open to new members. 

3. Once the team reaches the number deemed safe by the coaches (18-20 members with the current number of certified coaches), membership will be closed and a waiting list will be created. 

Member Removal

Once a member of the team, if a member misses 3 scheduled practices in a row without written (email, text, etc…) notification to the coach(es), the member’s name will be dropped from the roster.   (This will allow new members to join the team from the waiting list).

Hunter Safety

4-H members must have completed the Colorado DOW Hunter Safety Education class and earned a Hunter Safety number in order to practice at the Broomfield 4-H Archery Range.

Practice Attendance Policy
All members of the 4-H Archery Team are expected to attend practices to hone their skills and build team cohesiveness.  If a member has a desire to compete in the State 4-H Competition, the member must attend a minimum of 10 scheduled 4-H practices.  
Note:  The Member Removal Policy and the Practice Attendance Policy are SEPARATE from one another.  The Member Removal Policy determines the member’s continued place on the team roster.  The Practice Attendance Policy determines eligibility for State 4-H Competition.  If a member does not attend a minimum of 10 practices, he or she will NOT be eligible for State 4-H Competition, regardless of the status of absences (excused or un-excused.)
Safety

The following safety considerations will be adhered to while at any 4-H Archery practice:  
· Using all proper safety equipment. (arm guards, finger tabs, hip or back quivers and close-toed shoes.  Ground quivers will be allowed at the indoor range, but a hip or back quiver must be used to carry arrows back from the target.)

· Following all safety considerations with regard to hair and accessories. (long hair pulled back, ALL necklaces, bracelets, watches and earrings removed)
· No Electronics are allowed while shooting. (cell phones, iPods, etc…)
· No cross shooting. (shoot at the target you are lined up with)

· Shooting from the proper standing position. (no shooting from the knee, etc…)

· Using proper arrow pulling technique. (both hands, arrows directly into quiver, etc…)

· Walking at ALL times. (not running, not skipping, not hopping or otherwise)

We are allowed to shoot at our outdoor location by the city, and any injuries on this site will put this privilege in jeopardy.  More importantly we don’t want any injuries.  Period.

While the coaches will remind the archers about proper safety, a coach cannot see everything, so it is  expected that the more experienced archers will help out by assisting the less experienced archers, as well as setting a good example.  Safety at our range is our #1 consideration.  For this reason, if we find that these and all other "unspoken" common sense safety rules are not being followed, we will implement the following discipline system:

First:  Reminder / Warning - a coach will point out the unsafe practice and assist the archer by reminding them of the safe way.

Second:  If an unsafe practice is repeated by the same archer, the archer will be asked to sit out two rounds.

Third:  After returning to the line, if an unsafe practice is repeated by the same archer, the archer will be excused from practice.

Parental Supervision at Practice
4-H is intended to be a family activity.  For this reason, at least one parent is to be present at each archery practice.  (This is for the entire team, not per family.)  This is to assist the coaches with any issues that may arise in regards to safety or discipline while on the range.  The role of the coach is to ensure a safe range, not to oversee the behavior of attendees.  If a parent is not able to remain with the 4-H member(s) during practice, parents are expected to be on-time to pick up their child/ren from practice.  A 4-H member WILL NOT BE LEFT AT THE RANGE ALONE (even with the permission of the parent) following any practice.  Please respect the time of all involved by making proper arrangements for on-time pick-up of your child/ren.  The first practice in which the parent is late for pick-up will result in a warning.  The second practice for which the parent is late will result in the parent being required to remain on site during practice for any subsequent practices for the remainder of the season.  If a parent cannot remain on-site, the 4-H member will not be allowed to remain at practice.
State 4-H Competion Policy
All members wishing to compete at the state level will be required to attend a minimum of 10 scheduled practices, be a member in good standing of their 4-H club and exhibit a project at the county exhibit day – earning a red or blue award.  This includes completing his/her record book and an educational display or stand-alone exhibit.  If necessary, a shoot off or other means of determining the team (as decided on by the coach or coaches) will be used to determine the State 4-H Archery Team membership.  This could include length of 4-H membership, practice attendance record, attitude, improvement of skills/scores, qualities becoming of a 4-H member (citizenship, cooperation, community service, leadership, etc…) or a combination of any of the above.

All rules as set forth in the current State 4-H Shooting Sports Rule Book will be in effect.
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
