I wonder what you will be taking into
the New Year from your Christmas
celebrations?

In the Parish as a whole, we also
hope and pray God will be guiding
our future and helping to give us
vision and direction for the way
ahead. More of that over the next
couple of months. One thing that we
know we plan to do from the
beginning of 2019 is to ensure we
have groups or activities for children
and young people each Sunday
morning as part of the life of
Warblington with Emsworth. This
means that from January onwards we
will have a children’s group on the
4th Sunday of the month at St
James’. This builds on the excellent
work of Paula and the team at
Breakfast Church (2nd Sunday) and
with “Bible to go” (3rd Sunday) and
the work of Denise and team with
‘FROG’. We are blessed now to have
Revd. Jo Northey on the team,
making it possible to staff and
resource such work, and are grateful
for the funding from the Diocese and
Deanery that has made this possible.

As we begin 2019, I pray that there
will be a togetherness in the Parish
that flows from us all being able to
say "I am the Lord’s servant, let it be
to me according to you will”.
Whatever the future holds, we are in
safe hands - Emmanuel, God is with
us.

Open Doors Conference: Standing Strong

Trip to Open Doors Conference in Birmingham Gretta Pescod

Pat Hales organised a taxi to take us well in advance of the November conference but, a week
before leaving, she had heard nothing more from Matt the driver. She visited the taxi rank in
Havant daily looking for his cab with pink elephants on it(!) ... no luck. Four days before our trip
she finally made contact with Matt who was unwell, but gave us Nick’s number and Nick took us.
He is a much travelled man and his claim to fame is that he swept the floor of Mother Theresa’s
house in Calcutta!

UPDATE ON NORTH KOREA Rosemary Hampton

Despite the smiling image presented on our television screens, this country is still the worst in the
world for persecuting Christians. 60,000 of the estimated 100,000 Christians have to remain
hidden, and many are facing appalling conditions in freezing prisons and labour camps. Open
Doors runs secret safe houses and sends couriers to encourage the brave believers. Each year
they rescue about eight families across a dangerous river to China. Some North Koreans are so on
fire for Jesus that they pray for ten hours each day. What a lesson for us!

UPDATE ON INDIA Pat Hales

Brother Samson gave an alarming talk on the escalating persecution of Christians in India. In the
2018 World Watch List India had moved from number 25 on the list to number 17. We were told
that attacks on Christians are new to India and unfortunately there is much misinformation given
that links Christians to the evil and corruption they see in the Western Powers. A new Bill has
been passed in Parliament which controls the Christian population by ensuring that everyone has
to register their religion. This of course highlights the Christians thus often preventing them
getting the jobs they apply for and the education they seek. President Modi wants India to be a
totally Hindu State by 2020. Despite all this it was heartening to be told that the Indian Church is
growing as never before. All over the country people are being healed and the Holy Spirit is at
work. Brother Samson told us that much of his teaching is in Conference Calls. The phone in India
is in constant use and particularly amongst the women who are not allowed to profess their faith
publicly so they probe the internet. In the southern states of India persecution is less. It is
increasingly in the North Eastern states and rural areas where Christians are often hounded out of
their villages and churches are burnt down. There is still liberal Hinduism in India and these
people are appalled at what is happening to Christians but are prevented from speaking to the
Media. India needs our prayers for the Christians and their leaders to keep strong as the Holy
Spirit guides them.

UPDATE ON EGYPT Gill Edwards

At the Standing Strong celebration, Michael spoke to us about the challenges facing Christians in
Egypt in their everyday lives. He is an Egyptian businessman and church leader in Cairo. Egypt is
a country of 95 million people of whom 9.5 million are Christians who face discrimination,
particularly the Muslim background believers who face enormous pressure to recant and where
official recognition of conversion is almost impossible. Building places of worship is difficult
because of administrative restrictions and community hostility. Michael though is on the leadership
team of a national ministry that supports the local church to stand strong through pressure and
persecution. He was an inspiring speaker doing an amazing job in such difficult

circumstances. We have it so easy in comparison. Do we need to increase our praying for our
brothers and sisters who stand strong in the face of such opposition?? Would we be able to do it??

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Stamps and ;f;‘ a s
South Sudan |...... : &

Thank you to the 33 people who bought stamps for their Christmas mailing through the Parish’s
“'Stamps for Mission” scheme. The total value of the stamps bought was roughly £1,250. This
means that a minimum of £125 has been sent straight to the Church in South Sudan to support
them in their mission. Its purchasing power there is probably equivalent to ten or more times
that amount in this country - all at no cost to ourselves.

So what kind of work have we been supporting? South Sudan, the world’s newest country, has
been wracked by violence and lawlessness since it became independent in 2011. Atrocities have
been widespread, and the insecurity and destruction has resulted in famine conditions. Very
many people have had to flee from their homes to seek safety in neighbouring Uganda. They
have been welcomed there and given land on which to build temporary shelters and to grow food.
The result is some of the largest refugee settlements in the world.

With the breakdown in law and government, the Church of South Sudan has become the only
trusted body to tell the outside world what is happening. It is also the most effective channel for
both material and spiritual help to the whole population, both refugees and those who have been
able to stay in their own country. The church leadership is fulfilling these roles with great
courage, as the example of Bishop Hilary Luarte of Yei Diocese illustrates.

When armed rebels devastated the town of Yei, with many people being killed, large numbers fled
across the border to Uganda. Despite the personal danger he was in, the Bishop decided to stay
to continue to minister to those who remained, many of whom were old or infirm. Yet he
realized that the refugees also needed his presence, so he decided to pay an extended visit to the
refugee camps. While there, he heard that a group of armed men had broken into his compound
in Yei, with the intention of killing him to prevent news of what was being done by the rebels
reaching the outside world. When they did not find him, they severely beat four clergy who had
bravely remained behind. Later the Bishop heard that the group had returned, and when they
still failed to find him they killed a number of clergy instead.

The Bishop immediately decided to return to Yei. His friends could not dissuade him and he went
back, fully aware of what might happen. On his return there was great rejoicing in Yei, and a
calm returned to the whole area. The Bishop’s presence had made all the difference. Such is the
respect in which the Church is held. The rebels did not return, presumably realizing that they
themselves would be in danger from the re-inspired local population.

Bishop Hilary is not unique in the kind of leadership being given by the Church of South Sudan.
He, and those like him, are the people who our purchase of “Stamps for Mission” is supporting
in their courageous ministry.

“'Stamps for Mission” are available all through the year; please just ask me. We will have
another bulk order next autumn.
