GET REAL EVANGELISM GOAL SUGGESTIONS

1. Offer evangelism training quarterly.
See 100 people go through the evangelism training within three years.
--Have 100 people prepared to share their story of how God has changed their life.
3. See about 30 baptisms each year (this is double our current rate) for the next three years.

4. Give away hundreds of evangelistic books/tools within three years (i.e. Bibles, Bible Sticks, Case

for Christ, Mere Christianity etc.)

5. Keep and regularly pray for a list of non-Christians. Challenge the congregation to an annual d
of fasting and prayer for the lost.

6. Every one win one within three years.

7. Equip Journey’s people to invite others to church. (invite cards, etc.)

8. Offer An Evangelistic small group study (H20, AHA) in two secular places (i.e. North Star, FCA,
UAF, Fort Wainwright, etc) within three years.

9. Offer one annual local mission trips (Minto) and one International Short Term Mission trip
within the three years. The last year of the three years add a second village that we start
working with annually

SEVEN FAITH TRIBES:

Casual Christians
80% of self described “Christians.” At least 150 million!
(The Seven Faith Tribes, 29)

Captive Christians (Dedicated Christians)

16% of the total adult population. About 36 million adults.

“Their hearts have been so arrested by the love and grace of Christ that they are wholly captive
to the mind and heart of God.”

(The Seven Faith Tribes, 41, 42)

American Jews
The world’s largest Jewish population now resides in the U.S. About 6.5 million.
(The Seven Tribes, 55)

Mormons
About 5 million in the U.S. or 1.5% of the U.S. population

“Pantheists

Hindu, Buddhist, Confucian, New Agers
1.5 % of the U.S. population (The Seven Tribes, 79)

Muslims
Small group. Viewed as a foreign faith. Viewed as tied to violence.

Spiritual Skeptics
Small but quickly growing percentage of the population
(The Seven Tribes, 100)

Between 1990 and 2008 the number of nones nearly doubled in size, from 8 percent to over 15
percent. Then between 2008 and 2012 —just four years—it went from 15 percent to 20 percent.
That’s one out of every five people.
