3. The Non Profit Organization should have a functioning reading program/library for children with fixed reading hours outside curriculum (at least 6 hours per week). 

4. The program should impact at least 150-200 children 

5. The 'Library-in-a-classroom' kit from Pratham Books is available with books in the following languages only : Telugu/Kannada /Marathi / Urdu / Hindi and can be chosen in the ratio of 70 : 30 for primary language (mother tongue) to secondary language. 

6. The Non Profit Organization would be required to give regular updates and feedback on the outcomes of the library received from Pratham Books
