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The Book of the Prophet Ezekiel

1Now it came to pass in the thirtieth year, in the fourth
month, in the fifth day of the month, as I was among the
captives by the river of Chebar, that the heavens were

opened, and I saw visions of God.* 2 In the fifth day of
the month, which was the fifth year of king Jehoiachin’s
captivity, 3 The word of the LORD came expressly unto
Ezekiel the priest, the son of Buzi, in the land of the
Chaldeans by the river Chebar; and the hand of the LORD

was there upon him.T

4q And I looked, and, behold, a whirlwind came out of
the north, a great cloud, and a fire infolding itself, and a

brightness was about it, and out of the midst thereof as
the colour of amber, out of the midst of the fire.¥ 5 Also
out of the midst thereof came the likeness of four living
creatures. And this was their appearance; they had the
likeness of a man. ¢ And every one had four faces, and
every one had four wings. 7 And their feet were straight
feet; and the sole of their feet was like the sole of a
calf’s foot: and they sparkled like the colour of burnished
brass.S 8 And they had the hands of a man under their
wings on their four sides; and they four had their faces
and their wings. ° Their wings were joined one to another;
they turned not when they went; they went every one
straight forward. 10 As for the likeness of their faces, they

four had the face of a man, and the face of a lion, on the
right side: and they four had the face of an ox on the

left side; they four also had the face of an eagle. 1! Thus

straight forward: whither the spirit was to go, they went;
and they turned not when they went. 13 As for the likeness
of the living creatures, their appearance was like burning
coals of fire, and like the appearance of lamps: it went up
and down among the living creatures; and the fire was
bright, and out of the fire went forth lightning. 4 And
the living creatures ran and returned as the appearance
of a flash of lightning.

159 Now as I beheld the living creatures, behold one
wheel upon the earth by the living creatures, with his
four faces. 16 The appearance of the wheels and their
work was like unto the colour of a beryl: and they four
had one likeness: and their appearance and their work

was as it were a wheel in the middle of a wheel. 17 When
they went, they went upon their four sides: and they

turned not when they went. 18 As for their rings, they
were so high that they were dreadful; and their rings
were full of eyes round about them four. Tt 19 And when
the living creatures went, the wheels went by them: and
when the living creatures were lifted up from the earth,
the wheels were lifted up. 20 Whithersoever the spirit was
to go, they went, thither was their spirit to go; and the
wheels were lifted up over against them: for the spirit of
the living creature was in the wheels.¥¥ 21 When those

went, these went; and when those stood, these stood; and
when those were lifted up from the earth, the wheels were

lifted up over against them: for the spirit of the living

which covered on that side, their bodies. 24 And when
they went, I heard the noise of their wings, like the noise

of great waters, as the voice of the Almighty, the voice
of speech, as the noise of an host: when they stood, they
let down their wings. 25 And there was a voice from the
firmament that was over their heads, when they stood,
and had let down their wings.

26q And above the firmament that was over their heads
was the likeness of a throne, as the appearance of a

sapphire stone: and upon the likeness of the throne was
the likeness as the appearance of a man above upon it.
27 And I saw as the colour of amber, as the appearance
of fire round about within it, from the appearance of his
loins even upward, and from the appearance of his loins
even downward, I saw as it were the appearance of fire,
and it had brightness round about. 28 As the appearance
of the bow that is in the cloud in the day of rain, so was
the appearance of the brightness round about. This was
the appearance of the likeness of the glory of the LORD.
And when I saw it, I fell upon my face, and I heard a voice
of one that spake.

1 And he said unto me, Son of man, stand upon thy feet,
and I will speak unto thee. 2 And the spirit entered into
me when he spake unto me, and set me upon my feet,
that I heard him that spake unto me. 3 And he said unto

this very day.” 4 For they are impudent children and
stifthearted. 1 do send thee unto them; and thou shalt say
unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD.T 5 And they, whether
they will hear, or whether they will forbear, (for they are
arebellious house,) yet shall know that there hath been a
prophet among them.

6q And thou, son of man, be not afraid of them, neither
be afraid of their words, though briers and thorns be with
thee, and thou dost dwell among scorpions: be not afraid
of their words, nor be dismayed at their looks, though
they be a rebellious house.¥ 7 And thou shalt speak my
words unto them, whether they will hear, or whether
they will forbear: for they are most rebellious.8 & But
thou, son of man, hear what I say unto thee; Be not thou
rebellious like that rebellious house: open thy mouth, and
eat that I give thee.

9q And when I looked, behold, an hand was sent unto
me; and, lo, a roll of a book was therein; 10 And he spread

it before me; and it was written within and without: and
there was written therein lamentations, and mourning,

and woe.

many people of a strange speech and of an hard language,
whose words thou canst not understand. Surely, had
I sent thee to them, they would have hearkened unto
thee.T¥ 7 But the house of Israel will not hearken unto
thee; for they will not hearken unto me: for all the house
of Israel are impudent and hardhearted.8 8 Behold, I
have made thy face strong against their faces, and thy
forehead strong against their foreheads. ® As an adamant
harder than flint have I made thy forehead: fear them
not, neither be dismayed at their looks, though they be

a rebellious house. 19 Moreover he said unto me, Son of
man, all my words that I shall speak unto thee receive

in thine heart, and hear with thine ears. 11 And go, get
thee to them of the captivity, unto the children of thy
people, and speak unto them, and tell them, Thus saith
the Lord GOD; whether they will hear, or whether they
will forbear. 12 Then the spirit took me up, and I heard
behind me a voice of a great rushing, saying, Blessed be
the glory of the LORD from his place. 131 heard also the
noise of the wings of the living creatures that touched one
another, and the noise of the wheels over against them,

and a noise of a great rushing.* 14 So the spirit lifted me

the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor from
his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast

delivered thy soul. 20 Again, When a righteous man doth
turn from his righteousness, and commit iniquity, and I
lay a stumblingblock before him, he shall die: because
thou hast not given him warning, he shall die in his sin,
and his righteousness which he hath done shall not be
remembered; but his blood will I require at thine hand.$8
21 Nevertheless if thou warn the righteous man, that the
righteous sin not, and he doth not sin, he shall surely live,
because he is warned; also thou hast delivered thy soul.
22q And the hand of the LORD was there upon me; and
he said unto me, Arise, go forth into the plain, and I will

there talk with thee. 23 Then I arose, and went forth into
the plain: and, behold, the glory of the LORD stood there,

as the glory which I saw by the river of Chebar: and I fell

GOD; Behold, I, even I, am against thee, and will execute
judgments in the midst of thee in the sight of the nations.
9 And I will do in thee that which I have not done, and
whereunto I will not do any more the like, because of all
thine abominations. 10 Therefore the fathers shall eat the
sons in the midst of thee, and the sons shall eat their
fathers; and I will execute judgments in thee, and the

they have filled the land with violence, and have returned
to provoke me to anger: and, lo, they put the branch to
their nose.* 18 Therefore will I also deal in fury: mine eye
shall not spare, neither will I have pity: and though they
cry in mine ears with a loud voice, yet will I not hear them.

2 Before
the length of an hundred cubits was the north door, and
the breadth was fifty cubits. 3 Over against the twenty
cubits which were for the inner court, and over against
the pavement which was for the utter court, was gallery
against gallery in three stories. * And before the chambers
was a walk of ten cubits breadth inward, a way of one
cubit; and their doors toward the north. 5 Now the upper
chambers were shorter: for the galleries were higher than
these, than the lower, and than the middlemost of the
building.* 6 For they were in three stories, but had not
pillars as the pillars of the courts: therefore the building
was straitened more than the lowest and the middlemost

against the chambers, toward the utter court on the
forepart of the chambers, the length thereof was fifty
cubits.

9 And from under these chambers
was the entry on the east side, as one goeth into them

11 And the way before them was like the appearance of the
chambers which were toward the north, as long as they,
and as broad as they: and all their goings out were both
according to their fashions, and according to their doors.
12 And according to the doors of the chambers that were
toward the south was a door in the head of the way, even
the way directly before the wall toward the east, as one

entereth into them.
13 q Then said he unto me, The north chambers and
the south chambers, which are before the separate place,

they be holy chambers, where the priests that approach
unto the LORD shall eat the most holy things: there shall
they lay the most holy things, and the meat offering, and
the sin offering, and the trespass offering; for the place is
holy. 14 When the priests enter therein, then shall they
not go out of the holy place into the utter court, but there
they shall lay their garments wherein they minister; for
they are holy; and shall put on other garments, and shall
approach to those things which are for the people.

15 Now when he had made an end of measuring the
inner house, he brought me forth toward the gate whose

22q And it shall come to pass, that ye shall divide it by
lot for an inheritance unto you, and to the strangers that
sojourn among you, which shall beget children among
you: and they shall be unto you as born in the country
among the children of Israel; they shall have inheritance
with you among the tribes of Israel. 23 And it shall come
to pass, that in what tribe the stranger sojourneth, there
shall ye give him his inheritance, saith the Lord GOD.

1Now these are the names of the tribes. From the north
end to the coast of the way of Hethlon, as one goeth to

Hamath, Hazar-enan, the border of Damascus northward,
to the coast of Hamath; for these are his sides east and

west; a portion for Dan.” 2 And by the border of Dan, from
the east side unto the west side, a portion for Asher. 3 And
by the border of Asher, from the east side even unto the
west side, a portion for Naphtali. 4 And by the border of

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Naphtali, from the east side unto the west side, a portion
for Manasseh. 5 And by the border of Manasseh, from the
east side unto the west side, a portion for Ephraim. ¢ And
by the border of Ephraim, from the east side even unto
the west side, a portion for Reuben. 7 And by the border of
Reuben, from the east side unto the west side, a portion for
Judah.

8q And by the border of Judah, from the east side unto
the west side, shall be the offering which ye shall offer of
five and twenty thousand reeds in breadth, and in length
as one of the other parts, from the east side unto the west
side: and the sanctuary shall be in the midst of it. 2 The
oblation that ye shall offer unto the LORD shall be of five
and twenty thousand in length, and of ten thousand in
breadth. 10 And for them, even for the priests, shall be this
holy oblation; toward the north five and twenty thousand
in length, and toward the west ten thousand in breadth,

and toward the east ten thousand in breadth, and toward
the south five and twenty thousand in length: and the

sanctuary of the LORD shall be in the midst thereof. 111t
shall be for the priests that are sanctified of the sons of
Zadok; which have kept my charge, which went not astray
when the children of Israel went astray, as the Levites
went astray.T# 12 And this oblation of the land that is
offered shall be unto them a thing most holy by the border
of the Levites. 13 And over against the border of the
priests the Levites shall have five and twenty thousand in
length, and ten thousand in breadth: all the length shall be
five and twenty thousand, and the breadth ten thousand.
14 And they shall not sell of it, neither exchange, nor
alienate the firstfruits of the land: for it is holy unto the

15q And the five thousand, that are left in the breadth
over against the five and twenty thousand, shall be a pro-

fane place for the city, for dwelling, and for suburbs: and
the city shall be in the midst thereof. 1¢ And these shall

be the measures thereof: the north side four thousand
and five hundred, and the south side four thousand and
five hundred, and on the east side four thousand and
five hundred, and the west side four thousand and five
hundred. 17 And the suburbs of the city shall be toward

the north two hundred and fifty, and toward the south
two hundred and fifty, and toward the east two hundred
and fifty, and toward the west two hundred and fifty.
18 And the residue in length over against the oblation
of the holy portion shall be ten thousand eastward, and
ten thousand westward: and it shall be over against the
oblation of the holy portion; and the increase thereof shall
be for food unto them that serve the city. 19 And they that
serve the city shall serve it out of all the tribes of Israel.
20 All the oblation shall be five and twenty thousand by
five and twenty thousand: ye shall offer the holy oblation
foursquare, with the possession of the city.

21 q And the residue shall be for the prince, on the
one side and on the other of the holy oblation, and
of the possession of the city, over against the five and
twenty thousand of the oblation toward the east border,
and westward over against the five and twenty thousand
toward the west border, over against the portions for
the prince: and it shall be the holy oblation; and the
sanctuary of the house shall be in the midst thereof.
22 Moreover from the possession of the Levites, and from
the possession of the city, being in the midst of that which
is the prince’s, between the border of Judah and the
border of Benjamin, shall be for the prince. 23 As for the
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rest of the tribes, from the east side unto the west side,
Benjamin shall have a portion.8 24 And by the border of
Benjamin, from the east side unto the west side, Simeon
shall have a portion. 25> And by the border of Simeon, from
the east side unto the west side, Issachar a portion. 26 And
by the border of Issachar, from the east side unto the west
side, Zebulun a portion. 27 And by the border of Zebulun,
from the east side unto the west side, Gad a portion. 28 And
by the border of Gad, at the south side southward, the
border shall be even from Tamar unto the waters of strife
in Kadesh, and to the river toward the great sea.™ 29 This
is the land which ye shall divide by lot unto the tribes of
Israel for inheritance, and these are their portions, saith

the Lord GOD.
30q And these are the goings out of the city on the north

side, four thousand and five hundred measures.
31 And the gates of the city shall be after the names

of the tribes of Israel: three gates northward; one gate
of Reuben, one gate of Judah, one gate of Levi. 32 And

at the east side four thousand and five hundred: and
three gates; and one gate of Joseph, one gate of Benjamin,

one gate of Dan. 33 And at the south side four thousand
and five hundred measures: and three gates; one gate
of Simeon, one gate of Issachar, one gate of Zebulun.

34 At the west side four thousand and five hundred, with
their three gates; one gate of Gad, one gate of Asher, one

gate of Naphtali. 35 It was round about eighteen thousand
measures: and the name of the city from that day shall be,
