The Beginning Korean 1 is designed for elementary Korean learners to practice and learn how to
communicate in Korean. It provides basic grammar, vocabulary, and discourse information that
are essential to beginning level students.

This book is ideal for learners at the Novice Low to Novice High levels who want to practice
writing and pronouncing hangul, communicate in Korean by creating sentences using basic
grammar and vocabulary, and understand and create simple conversations that are useful in
everyday conversations.

Korean has various particles that indicate the grammatical functions of
the nouns to which they are attached. Some particles have one form

(e.g. Oll, 0 Al), but some have two forms: /&, 0|/7F and 2/E.

In this case, when the last syllable of the noun ends with a consonant,
the form starting with a vowel should be chosen. When the last

20 0|0 2." 'l am 20 in Korean age.’ ?t= Lt0| (Korean age) is normally
one year older than your ‘real’ age. If your birthday has not passed for
the year, your Korean age is two years older than your real age. It is
because Korean people traditionally count a baby’s age from one, not
zero. So when a baby is born, they are 1 year old. Further, Korean people
add one year to one’s age when a new year begins, not by the

individual's birthday. For legal purposes, they use their ‘real age' (or Bt
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L}O[) in Korea. The age of majority is 19 years old, and you can drink if

you are 19 or older according to your ‘real age'.

Birthday culture in Korea

It is a custom to eat O/ ¥= ‘seaweed soup’ on the morning of one's
birthday.
