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FRANCO’S DICTATORSHIP
(1939-1975)

= [he Civil War concluded with the victory: of
general Franco upon the Republic.

= [he dictatorial regime lasted 36 years.

s After Franco’s death in 1975, the process
called transition enabled the development
of democracy.

= Juan Carlos I of Borbon, became king of
Spain.
